From there you pass the medieval fortifications and the 
entrance of „Kaiser Wilhelm Tunnel“, with it's 3 miles the formerly 
longest railway tunnel in Germany, on your way to the base 
station of the chairlift.

„Reichsburg“ castle, the romantic medieval „Winneburg“ castle 
ruin and the picturesque Old Town of Cochem. On the summit of 
the mountain, at the „Pinner Kreuz“ (the summit cross), you then 
enjoy a magnificent panorama of the Mosel loop, the vineyards, 
the districts of Cochem and throughout the valley.
